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What is Heartworm all About??  

Heartworm is a blood parasite that can infect dogs
and cats of all ages and breeds. The parasite lives
in the right side of the heart and arteries of the
lungs, causing great damage to the tissue and over
time leading to  heart failure. Heartworm disease is
spread by mosquitoes that are infected with the
infant stage o f the parasite (microfilariae).
Mosquitoes become infected by taking their blood
meal from an infected animal. Within the mosquito,
the microfilariae mature to the next stage of
infective larvae. When a vulnerable animal is bitten,
the infected mosquito passes the larvae into the
animal’s bloodstream thus causing a heartworm
infection. It takes approximately 6 months for the
infective larvae to mature into adult worms. For
this reason, we recommend yearly testing, and a
good prevention program. We
begin testing in April and
start preventive medication
on June 1st.
